There are nearly 10,000 camps in the U.S. 

(about 60% are sleepaway camps) with 

over six million children attending camp 

each summer. Summer camp is a year 

round occupation- Camp Directors work 

for 9 months to prepare for camp to 

operate 3 months. 

Camps have tremendous year round 

overhead costs including: insurance, staff, 

marketing, food, maintenance of facility, 

telephone usage, travel. Average cost to 

operate a camp: $750,000 to $1,000,000.
