There are so many camps available today and it can be difficult to 
decide which to choose. What makes CYC different than all the rest? 
 
Our goal at CYC is for every activity to be done with the intentional 
purpose of building campers’ life skills. Fun is not the mission of CYC. 
Fun is what it feels like when we accomplish our mission. 
 
What is our mission? Helping kids be the best they can be. We aren’t in 
the business of “keeping kids busy” or babysitting and certainly not 
“killing time”. Every single thing your child does, from activities to 
meals times to prayer and even break times, has a purpose. 
 
During training, the staff learns to ask, “why are we doing this and what 
do we want campers to gain?” We want campers to enjoy themselves 
and leave CYC having had the most fun possible, but we also want 
them to have grown as people.  
 
In each activity, campers have the opportunity to develop one or more 
of the following life skills: 
 

1. Confidence 
2. Creativity 
3. Problem Solving 
4. Team Work 
5. Independence 
6. Leadership Development 
7. Faith 

When you choose a camp for your child, make sure that it is not just a 

fun place, but an environment that makes your child the focus of 

everything and that the staff cares about your child as an individual. At 

CYC, we want to help kids learn, grow and gain skills that will help them 

throughout their whole lives. With 61 summers behind us, and many 

more to come, CYC continues to be a leader in quality camping.
