Catholic camping experience to kids and teens for over 60 years.  

 

As the only Catholic overnight camp in Minnesota, we are committed to creating 

a community where kids and staff can grow in faith while having a fun, 

meaningful, outdoor experience. Being Catholic is what sets CYC apart from 

other overnight camps. Prayer isnôt limited to certain times of the day- our daily 

activities and interactions are all a celebration of faith which makes the CYC 

experience ideal for building friendships, developing life skills and getting closer 

to God. 

 

In 2009, we also had the opportunity to host Operation Purple. Run by the 

National Military Family Association, we were one of 65 camps across the 

country to host kids whose parents are currently deployed in the military. There 

were traditional fun camp activities, as well as opportunities for campers to share 

their feelings and build friendships with other kids who understand what being a 

military kid is about. It was a powerful week that allowed us to not only be the 

great camp we always have been, but to also give back to our military families in 

Minnesota. When parents are overseas, ñkids serve tooò and that was the theme 

of the week. 

 

Given the true cost of camp is closer to $600 per child, every camper is 

subsidized by our annual campaign donations. In addition, 50% of our campers 

received some additional financial assistance.  

 

At the end of every session, we asked campers to reflect on their week and to 

write or draw what CYC meant to them. Campers gave a variety of answers that 

included: ñItôs like a second family.ò  (girl  8 years old) 
 

Please detach the form below and mail it in the enclosed envelope with your gift 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

I will be making my donation through:
