The Benefits of Camp  

The Kaiser Family Foundation has reported that youth 

between the ages of eight and 18 spend an average of 6.5 

hours a day with electronic media—more than 45 hours a 

week! In comparison, youth only spend 30 minutes 

outside each week, according to Richard Louv, author of 

Last Child in the Woods: Saving Our Children from Nature-

Deficit Disorder. Further, only six percent of children, ages 

nine to 13, play outside on their own in a typical week.

Leaders-in-Training is a 2 week program for anyone who has completed 10th, 11th or 12th grade. The first 

week of the program you will spend your days going through leadership development training. You will 

be teambuilding with the other LITs, learning about communication, problem solving, peer pressure, 

working with children and a variety of other topics. The second week, you will put your new skills to the 

test! You will assist counselors in teaching activities to campers. You will also do a service project at 

CYC, and you will continue to spend time with your fellow LITs. 

This is a great program for anyone who wants to gain leadership experience while spending time at 

camp. 

In 2008, we had 24 youth go through the LIT program. The 2008 LITs had unrivaled enthusiasm, 

creativity, sprit and energy. It was tough to say goodbye at the end of their sessions and we look 

forward to welcoming them back next year for the new LIT2 program.
